Horses will do just fine barefoot, but shoes or boots are 
always recommended. 

There will be a shorter 10-15 or so mile loop for anyone who would like to just come out for the day 
and see what Competitive Trail Riding is all about. The Intro riders are welcome to ride at your own 
pace! There will be 25 Miles for Novice and Intermediate divisions and 50 miles for Open riders. 

Camping is available for everyone starting May 31st, stay for one or two nights and leave the morning 
of June 2nd at the latest. There will be a potluck supper the evening of June 1st, so please bring a 
dish! Announcement of winners and prizes will follow supper on June 1st.
